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EGM DRAFT MINUTES
JH introduced the EGM with the following statement:

“The purpose of dissolution is to transfer the SFCC committee to Fisheries Management Scotland, based on employment requirements for the SFCC Manager, administrative savings and rationalising the fisheries management system in Scotland. The functioning of SFCC will then be guided by a Terms Of Reference document and a members manual. We are now at the final stages of consultation for the TOR with the Fisheries Management Board – we can assume that there will be feedback and some changes, but no fundamental alterations.

As per the SFCC constitution “At any general meeting, each representative of a member shall have one vote.  Associate and honorary members may speak but not vote at such meetings.  The chairman shall have a casting vote and, if he is also a representative, a deliberative vote.  The quorum shall be four.”
JH asked the members in attendance if they agreed that with the dissolution of the SFCC constitution, funds will be transferred to FMS and ring fenced for SFCC purposes only. All members in attendance agreed to this proposal.
ACTION: SFCC funds to be transferred to Fisheries Management Scotland after the SFCC constitution has been dissolved

For the record, JH thanked everyone involved in SFCC, past and present, to-date (although we intend to carry on as business as usual).  JH then proposed the dissolution of the SFCC constitution.  All members in attendance were in favour of this proposal.
ACTION: SFCC constitution was dissolved. SFCC to now operate as a committee of Fisheries Management Scotland
The quarterly SFCC Committee meeting then took place.
